• Is there a promise or a command or a warning?


• What is the main truth of the passage?


• What lessons do you see?


• HOW WILL YOU APPLY IT? 

• How does this passage relate to your life right now?


• What change in your thinking or behavior is needed to align with the truths in this 
passage?


• How should you respond based on what you learned?
